Confidentiality and disclosure 
The Disability Support Service will only share information about your disability with your permission and in order to provide the support you require. You have the chance to tell us if there is anyone you do not want us to share information with.
The information we hold about you includes things like:
· A registration form
· Permission to share information form
· Evidence of your disability
· Any paperwork relating to the Disabled Students’ Allowance
· Your Personal Learning Support Plan
· Letters or emails you have sent us or we have sent you
When we have your permission to share information, we aim to target this at relevant staff or organisations. 
At the University:

We circulate information about your support using a document called a Personal Learning Support Plan. This document is passed to the Disability Coordinator in your academic school to ensure that staff who come into contact with you are aware of the support you need. If we need to pass information to the Library and Computing Services, this is done via the Library Disability Officer. 
External staff and agencies:

Staff in the Disability Support Service liaise with external agencies so that we can assist you in making arrangements for Educational Psychologist assessments and applications for the Disabled Students’ Allowance. From time to time we may contact other agencies on your behalf to provide you with information and guidance.
