STAGE 1

Pre-enrol

STAGE 2

Collect your ID card

Once you’ve completed your pre-enrolment, you will receive an email within
24 hours with details about collecting your student ID card. Please read this
email carefully, as it will include important information such as the collection
location, required documents, date and time, and other essential updates.

You are enrolled!

After you have collected your student ID card, you will receive an email
confirming that your enrolment is complete.

Opening a UK bank account

Prepare your documents
You need to request a bank letter from the iPoint Reception (Student

Central Building Level 4, Barbara Hepworth Building and Daphne Steele
Building, see Map), have a permanent UK address, passport and visa. You
can also download a bank letter from your MyHud.

Appointment/drop in

Some banks require you to book an appointment in advance, but others
may allow you to drop in.

Opening your account

Your account will be active immediately and you can ask for the IBAN and
Swift numbers to transfer money into the account from overseas. Your
debit card will take a few days to be posted to your UK address.
